Problems of French Trade with the North in the eighteenth century.

France, as did her neighbours, bought raw materials from Northern Europe. Her shipyards needed planks from Prussia, masts from Riga, tar from Finland and hemp from Russia. Her winegrowers needed oak wood from Pomerania and Poland, her fishing industry Norwegian fish roe for bait, her cloth industry Courlande flax seed and her iron industry Swedish iron bars, etc. During the cereals crises, Northern resources were vital in order to satisfy national requirements. According to the balance of trade figures, these purchases represented 7.4% of the total of French imports between 1721 and 1740, 11.8% between 1761 and 1780 and 12.8% from 1787-1789. The wide variety of requirements was compensated for by a great demand for French products by Northern countries during the same period: 8.2% of total exports between 1721 and 1740, 21.3% between 1761 and 1780 and 33.6% from 1787 to 1789
.
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France was an exception in Western Europe in that she exported more than she imported. The positive nature of her trade balance with the North resulted from her sales of wine products, the kingdom’s traditional export, salt and particularly the new colonial goods. In this way, France had the advantage in organising trade with the Northern countries since she had potential cargoes available for the outward voyage as well as the return trip whilst her Dutch and British competitors were, for most of the time, obliged to go to the Baltic in ballast. Moreover, this situation improved throughout the century:  her exports increased by 491% between 1721 and 1740 and she was in first position as supplier to Hamburg and Bremen. Although the figures collected by the French administration are open to criticism, they do however convey a general tendency: the increase in French exports to the North and the positive nature of these exchanges for the French economy.

The organisation of the exchanges belonged theoretically to two partners in a context of interdependence between the markets. However, although these exchanges were expanding, France took no part in trade with the North in the XVIIIth century, her flag hardly ever seen in the Baltic and most transactions went through the indispensable Dutch middleman or through the foreign trade networks.
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France appeared to be excluded from its own trade. Her ships did not frequent the Baltic. For a dozen ships registered each year at the Sound between 1713 and 1780, the Dutch had 800 on average and the British 500. The French weakness on a shipping level as regards the North was commercial. Businesses owned by the French in Baltic ports were small in size and often only served as middlemen with foreign merchants for the purchase of supplies for the French Navy. Whether this was from a transport (“shipping”) or commercial (“trade”) aspect, French exchanges with the North were in the hands of foreigners.

One question, of course, arises. How can we explain the paradoxical situation of a country favoured by a positive balance of trade which leaves the trade flow in the hands of its competitors?

Traditionally, several reasons have been put forward to explain the weakness of French trade. As regards sea traffic, this was in the hands of foreign ships, in particular the Dutch as their freight charges were much lower. The commonly accepted idea is that French sea traffic was much less competitive than that of its competitors for different reasons.

French ships were expensive but this fact is in itself the consequence of the poor French presence in the North
. Raw materials for shipbuilding coming from the North were handled by foreign middlemen, in particular Dutch who made their profit from these transactions. On the other hand, Dutch construction methods made it possible to build ships capable of carrying large loads and at reduced costs. The solution was to buy ships in Holland or Sweden which was, moreover, current practice. In 1720, the Compagnie des Indes (French India Company) rebuilt its fleet through buying vessels in Amsterdam and Hamburg.

The second reason: French crews were larger. Since the end of the XVIIth century, the maritime laws introduced by Colbert required the presence on board ship of a certain number of ship’s boys and novices in addition to the basic ship’s crew. The various archival sources which give information concerning the crews of different European fleets indicate that there were actually half as many sailors on Dutch ships as compared to their European neighbours. On the other hand, French ships had crews comparable to those of the Scandinavian fleet, a very active fleet whose growth was superior to that of the Dutch in the XVIIIth century. It was not, however, always advantageous to have smaller crews as this slowed down manœuvres and lengthened loading and unloading time in port.

Final reason: the French sailor was expensive to employ. Many reports indicate that foreigners were content with little whilst the French wanted fresh food accompanied by wine and brandy. The French historian, Michel Morineau, has clearly shown that this was a stereotype and that food rations for European sailors were similar
. Another stereotype is to maintain that French seamen were better paid than their neighbours. In fact, the highest pay seems to have been, in decreasing order, that of British
, Dutch, French and Danish sailors. This salary scale explains why many Scandinavian or French seamen sailed on ships of the United-Provinces.

Concerning the trade aspect, other reasons have been put forward such as the absence of trade treaties. This is particularly true as regards Russia, though the United-Provinces which had no treaty with this country were very active in their trading there. As a rule, the French merchants who set off on the adventure into the northern seas recorded that their attempts generally resulted in financial loss. For them, the North became synonymous with low profitability traffic. In fact, the profits obtained from trade with the North were equal to those of other sea traffic such as the important colonial trade
.

These assertions, if they are all true, are not enough to explain the absence of French trade in the North and it is necessary to look for other explanations. Why did the French not succeed in a trade where their British, Dutch or Scandinavian neighbours proved to be so active? The French authorities' incoherent policies, the lack of business ambition and foreign competitors' offensive strategies brought other responses.

The French authorities' incoherent policies

For Britain and the United-Provinces, the North was, above all, in the nature of an economic confrontation.  As a result, the authorities set up efficient institutions and the means to favour trade and shipping. The French authorities did not have the same understanding of the existing economic reality and very often their decisions proved to be an obstacle to national trade.

During the conflicts of the XVIIIe century, the Navy and British privateers were masters of the North Sea and trade relations between France and northern Europe were greatly disrupted
. The authorities in London cut off the supply of naval munitions as well as the outlet in Hamburg which was essential to French colonial economy. During the Seven Years’ War, the British frigates did not leave the mouth of the Elbe and the Hamburg senate was obliged to adopt a conciliatory attitude towards British power because the town was a neighbour of Hanover whose Elector was King of England. France did not understand the attitude of her Hamburg ally and, on the 24 May 1760, the king issued a decree suspending all commercial advantages enjoyed by merchants of that Hanseatic town in France and by its implementation set up a total embargo on ships from Hamburg
. France had sanctioned her best customer, an essential participant in her colonial trade and, by the same token, inflicted herself with a punishment that resulted in serious consequences.

The decree of 1760 is a prime example of an absurd political decision which completely ignored economic reality. On the one hand, France was incapable of protecting her maritime routes and allowing supplies into the Hanseatic town. On the other, the pragmatic attitude of the people of Hamburg simply resulted in a good understanding of its geopolitical situation. Britain could only rejoice at this decision which backed up her strategy regarding the mouth of the Elbe. It was no longer necessary to blockade the ships loaded with French goods from supplying Hamburg because the French themselves were disrupting their own exports. Cargos from Great Britain replaced those of France. At the same time, neutral ship-owners benefited from the eviction of a competitor to increase the price of cargoes leaving Nantes and Bordeaux
.

At the end of the conflict, Britain maintained its trade relations and France did not again find the level of activity that she had before with Hamburg.  Following the Treaty of Paris (February 1763), they had to wait for a long time before the king ratified a new treaty with the Hanseatic town in 1769
. This agreement started up exports again but French trade had suffered almost ten years of under-activity due to the poorly thought-out policies of Versailles.

France was a centralised monarchy, one of the cogs of which was the control of all economic activity thanks to a tentacular bureaucracy. The running of such a body required the setting up of procedures and control structures to deal with all economic participants in order to avoid fraud and any operation contrary to that the centralised authority had decided upon. The bond-note system is an example of the unwieldy procedure whose aim was to control economic activity. Colonial products leaving France were accompanied by administrative papers called “bond-notes” which enabled the authorities to check on exports. The merchants had to draw-up a document for each load of goods which, after having been signed by the consul of the port of destination, was returned to France. For the whole of the traffic with the North (not including the United-Provinces), the annual number of bond-notes was about 10 to 15 000, a considerable number which led to many problems between  merchants and the administration. Export-control through bond-notes was costly for the State which was obliged to set-up monolithic bureaucratic structures to make the system work and also for the merchants who, apart from the cost of drawing-up and certifying the documents, lost an enormous amount of time and energy in dealing with red tape. The checking system for French exports posed another problem in the case of conflict because the British thought all goods accompanied by a bond-note
 fair game as such exports were not official.

Despite these inconsistent measures, the authorities were preoccupied by the foreign domination over shipping and trade with the North and tried to re-launch their national sea traffic to the northern seas.

On the 25 December 1784, a decree by the king’s council granted different advantages to French shipping to the North. Food supplies for the ships was exempt from export duty but the inevitable bond-note was required to guard against smuggling, this being totally unenforceable due to the length of the voyages and the food consumed by the crews, etc... On the other hand, goods arriving in French ships obtained warehouse rights for six months before perhaps being re-exported. This measure was beneficial to products with a high sales tax but, in the case of raw materials from the North which were intended for national use, there was no advantage. A third point is more interesting because it granted subsidies to armaments going to the North
 but this was not really worth while  because there were no French firms in these countries. In May 1789, even more attractive measures were taken to encourage ship-owners to take an interest in this trade but the revolutionary situation made it impossible to know if this decision would have had a real impact on French shipping to the North.

France’s poor showing on Northern markets is often explained by the absence of trade treaties. During the century, several agreements were signed with Sweden and Denmark but, due to the particularly protectionist policies of these countries, these conventions mainly benefited the Scandinavian fleets
. Signing a treaty with Russia, the largest supplier of strategic products for France, was much more valuable.  In addition, all traffic between France and Russia was carried out using ships of other countries, in particular Holland, Scandinavia and also Britain
. In fact, thanks to the trade treaties of 1734 and 1766
, Britain enjoyed a multitude of privileges which reinforced the dominant position of her merchants in the Russian market.

Many plans were drawn up but the long discussions between the two countries came to nothing
. These plans failed due to the incompatibility of the diplomatic interests of the two countries. France, in fact, supported Sweden, Poland and Turkey, Russia’s main enemies during the XVIIIth century. At the end of the 1780s, things changed with the arrival of the ambassador Louis-Philippe de Ségur. He began to re-launch the idea of a trade treaty with the authorities in Saint Petersburg as soon as he had arrived. He chose his time well. Russia was changing her foreign policy under the influence of Potemkin, first minister to Catherine II, who believed that the empire should not favour either Britain or France but rather let each hope that they were the chosen one and fear that they were not. In this way, Russia aimed to become arbiter for Europe
. Negotiations with France also allowed for pressure to be exerted on the British whose trade treaty had to be renewed. After many propositions and counter-propositions, regularly held up by the bureaucratic delays of the Russian authorities and the French administration, a trade treaty was signed on the 11 July 1787
. This agreement opened the doors of the Russian empire to France but, from the time of signing, the ambassador continued to point out that the national weakness was not due to the absence of a treaty but to the short-term policies of the French merchants who preferred using foreign ships. The practical results of the treaty were therefore reduced. The growth of French shipping in 1788-1789 was not due to the trade agreement but to the special circumstances existing in those years (The Russo-Swedish war, the cereal crisis which mobilised the Dutch fleet) and the habit of using foreign agents and ships continued
.

Several other agreements with Northern powers were totally unsuitable to any real development of French trade. During the 1780s, contacts were made with Sweden which wanted to possess a sugar island to set up its own sugar production. Minister Vergennes offered to give a colony in the Caribbean to the Swedish in exchange for the privilege of using Gothenburg, the main port of the Scandinavian kingdom on the North Sea, as port of call.  Agreement was reached in 1784.  France ceded the island of Saint-Barthelemy in exchange for right of stockage in Gothenburg
. The results, however, did not come up to their hopes and, in December 1789, there was not one French firm in the Swedish port. The warehouse plan did not take any account of economic reality. Due to the huge running costs, the costs of unloading and reloading the ships, the exemptions allowed to Scandinavian ships and the efficiency of the merchant networks already in place, goods passing through this circuit lost all their competitiveness on the Northern markets. Conversely, giving up Saint-Barthelemy to Sweden was not good for French colonial trade because the island became a new centre for smuggling
, just as did the island of Sainte Croix, a former French possession, sold in 1733 to Denmark
.
The State had to play a role in reducing the uncertainty of the participants in foreign markets by setting up organisations able to supply information to their merchants. France, like all the great powers of the XVIIIth century had a network of consuls throughout the whole of Europe.  In a world where communication was slow and sources of information precious, the activity of the consuls was of prime importance in order to inform the world of commerce of the situation in foreign markets.

French consuls abroad were, in theory, officers of the king, of French nationality and Roman Catholic who were forbidden to take part in trade under pain of being dismissed and fined. However, there were many exceptions regarding secondary posts as it was often impossible to find a French candidate and Protestant merchants were sometimes put in charge of French consulates. In Helsingor, the Danish Hanssen family was part of the trade and ship-owning elite of the town while holding the post of French consul from 1697 to 1777. In Norway, the consuls, mainly Huguenots, carried out different types of business in order to ensure a decent income.  On the other hand, when there were renewals, the authorities endeavoured to follow the rules which often left posts vacant, sometimes for several years.

The density of consular networks was not at all favourable to France in comparison to her foreign competitors. Wherever they were on the European seas, Danish ships could find a consulate or a vice-consulate to come to their aid as, for example, in France where Denmark had eight consuls and thirty vice-consuls on post. On her side, France had seven consulates (Trondheim, Bergen, Helsingor, Hamburg, Gothenburg, Saint-Petersburg and Danzig) and about ten vice-consulates which worked intermittently throughout the whole of the Northern countries. The French authorities pointed out that, as there was no trade, there was no need for consuls. On their side, the merchants replied that it was difficult to trade without consular representation.

French consuls were, in general, underpaid: “the salaries are so limited that they are hardly enough for absolute necessities they have been fixed at a level much too low.”
 Brosseronde, consul at Helsingor, declared that he had incurred debts of 30,000 livres in carrying out his duties. Despite such low salaries, French consuls were obliged to provide reports and documents related to trade and shipping and to favour the trade of the country they represented. The ruling of 1781 listed the information required from the French consular services:

- Article 14:  an annual report on the shipping and trade situation plus the means of improving them.

- Article 15:  quarterly statements plus an annual statement on trade imports and exports for the district.

- Article 16:  a quarterly plus an annual statement on French merchant shipping.

This information, mainly of a general nature, was firstly intended for the State’s statistical services and did not provide practical or useful information for the world of trade. The consular services appeared to be more preoccupied by the presence of French seamen aboard foreign ships, the geopolitical situation or enemy shipping, in particular that of the British.

Generally speaking, the French consular system had difficulty in functioning. The monarchy’s financial problems prevented the opening of new consulates or held up their renewal. Helsingor, a strategic port for trade in the North, had no French consular representation for sixteen years because, according to the authorities, French trade in the Baltic was extremely lethargic. Meanwhile, “French merchants have no national representative in Helsingor, in order to pay duty they must apply to the merchants of the place where the principal trade is this type of commission. We can assure you that we know of nothing more revolting than the cupidity of these brokers. Working in agreement with the customs officers, because their right to commission increases in proportion to the sum paid and arbitrating the evaluation of exchange, we have received alarming reports full of false and onerous charges.” 
   In addition, the consul appointed in 1776 did not speak Danish and complained of being unable to obtain information from Customs at the Sound. This lack of ambition goes back to the creation of a post in Berlin which could centralise all correspondence between “French consuls, representatives and merchants set up in Riga, Königsberg, Danzig, Lübeck, Hamburg, Copenhagen and other ports and towns in Germany” suggested by the diplomat de Villardeau in 1734
. This post never saw daylight even though Prussia became one of the main trading partners of France in the North.

The operation of French consulates in the North is one example of the authorities’ lack of ambition in constructing real information networks with the aim of organising bases for active trade with Northern Europe. French merchants did not benefit from any positive State intervention regarding knowledge of exterior markets.

If the State did not play its role in favouring trade with the North, the actions of the world of trade should have compensated for this deficit by constructing successful networks in Northern European ports.

French trade’s lack of ambition

The absence of French ship-owners and merchants in the North 

Maritime trade was an essential source of information under the Ancien Regime. The ships carried the mail necessary to business transactions and the captains, upon returning to their port of origin, reported on market tendencies plus the important events that could influence economic activity.  Fernand Braudel described Amsterdam as “a marvellous centre for information” 
, thanks, in part, to its ships which sailed all over the world.  Maritime trade was the main element in the setting-up of merchant communities in foreign ports: “men followed the ships” 
.  France had a solid basis for success in trade with the North thanks to its exports but its ships rarely went there and so, the Baltic “knows our products but has hardly ever seen our merchants.” 

There were very few French firms in the North.  In Russia, only three were registered in the 1750s: Godin, Michel and Raimbert. If these firms had many plans to develop trade between France and Russia following the example of the introduction of tobacco from the Ukraine to replace that from Virginia and Maryland, they lacked solid financial bases, were unable to undertake large-scale operations and therefore, unable to prosper.  In 1778, the consul in Saint-Petersburg pointed out that “Michel’s profits remained low but that was not known until after his death; As for Raimbert, he was not rich either
.” He added that, if he returned to France, he would not do business with any of the French firms in Russia.

The other Baltic ports had no French firms of any size.  In Hamburg, it appeared difficult for French firms to set up. Those who wished to do so had two solutions:  either to become part of the middle-class of the town (to be granted citizenship and to become Lutherans) or to sign a contract to obtain, against payment of taxes, authorisation to trade. The only truly French firm which set up in the Hanseatic town was that of Grou & Michel of Nantes which set up a branch there in 1734. In 1742, it was responsible for almost one third of all imports to Hamburg from Nantes
. The firm never stopped complaining about the total of duties it had to pay but, according to the French consul, excessive taxes “should not, however, exceed those that the bourgeois and other inhabitants pay”. 
 

Apart from tax problems, French merchants do not seem to have been welcome in the Hanseatic town where the authorities were not in favour of foreigners settling “so that all trade remained in the hands of Hamburg merchants established in France though living here.” 
 The success of the firm Grou & Michel gave rise to a certain amount of jealousy and their employees were “looked at askance” while the British and the Dutch there were “in great favour” 
. All such explanations do not really seem convincing and contradict the success of the Huguenot community as exemplified by the Boué family.

In 1700, Pierre Boué (1677-1745) a Huguenot born of a family of merchants and financiers, originally from the south-west of France, arrived in Hamburg where he joined members of his family who had taken refuge there following the revocation of the Edict of Nantes.  He set up as a merchant, ship-owner and financier specialising in maritime trade with Britain. He also managed the largest shipbuilding works in the Hanseatic town with his brother.

The Boué family network is an example of the multiple international links which formed the Huguenot diaspora.  In 1705, Pierre Boué married the daughter of the German merchant Rudolph Bardewisch. One of his sisters, Jeanne married the merchant Isaac Balguerie from Bordeaux. Pierre Eyma, an important agent from Amsterdam also married one of the Boué girls (Marthe), as did Jean-Pierre Chaunel, a French Huguenot, a well-respected merchant and banker of Hamburg. The latter’s daughter later married Pierre Texier, a member of another important Dutch merchant family.  Of the thirty-eight Boué family marriages listed in Hamburg, twenty-eight are with Huguenot partners of French origin.  During the 1790s, when French colonial power was wiped out, the family began to marry into British families. The Boués, even though solidly established in Hamburg, always kept their French nationality because only Lutherans could obtain citizenship.

Pierre Boué maintained excellent relations with France.  He was the agent for the Compagnie des Indes in the Hanseatic town and supplied it with ships, masts and other Northern products.  From 1729 onwards, he went into the sugar business with the merchant Jean Pellet
  of Bordeaux who gave him an opening in the market of the “Compania Guipuzcoana de Caracas” of Saint-Sebastien in Spain to whom he delivered cloth, tar, hemp and other goods
.

Around a dozen other Huguenot families set up commercial firms in Hamburg more or less successfully: His, Godefroy, Bosanquet, Boyer, Chaunel, Texier, Loreilhe and Jogues, etc.  In Stockholm, the Bedoires, Lefebures and Toutins, etc., also succeeded in business. It should be noted that, in Sweden, where the Huguenots had no difficultly in getting Swedish nationality, the merchants were very quickly integrated into their professional community and then into the national community. As in Hamburg, they took over French trade and monopolised the networks and information to their own benefit.

Although these Huguenots often retained their French nationality and participated in the development of the important French maritime trade, they were not French merchants. Their activities touched all countries in Northern Europe. They married their children just as easily in Germany, Switzerland, Holland and Britain as they did in France and, as the generations followed one after the other, were more or less assimilated into their host towns.  They used their contacts to commercial ends, preferably with France but also with Britain where the Huguenot immigration had also expanded
. They formed a supranational community whose common interest was trade.  Their strongest geographical attachment, if there was one, was not their native country but the port or country of business. The revocation of the Edict of Nantes ended with the “constitution of a Protestant society with French roots rejected and thrown out by the laws of the kingdom and, for the most active amongst them, deprived of French nationality, a truly international society whose scattered groups, within and without France, were all in different degrees, foreigners to the society of the king which was legal France
.

These Huguenot communities locked in the markets and carefully controlled all information to block the arrival of any French competitors just as they did in Hamburg where they took over a large part of the colonial imports.

The choice of protected trade

French merchants were aware of the commercial opportunities in the North and of the northern countries’ interest in French products. Some merchants, without any preparation, attempted to do “good business” by sending ships to the North.  In 1723, three French ships arrived in Saint-Petersburg.  It was a catastrophe. The first ship lost 40% of its capital in the operation and the second more than 25%.  As for the owners of the third, they had to sell the ship on its return to France and the sale hardly produced “enough to pay what was due to the crews”. 
 French ship-owners imagined that the Russians were waiting impatiently for their products and no goods were sent direct to any one of the town’s merchants.  On the other hand, the captains refused to give credit for a year “although that was the custom in Russia.” Local merchants then spread the word to refuse the French offer and arranged between themselves to do profitable business, particularly as some goods were perishable.  The French were then obliged to sell part of their cargoes to British, Dutch and Hamburg merchants. The ships, after a stay of almost a year in the Russian capital, set off again with their unsold goods and the voyage which should have taken five months took fourteen.

While these attempts, doomed to failure, were taking place, reports, proposals and a variety of requests to the authorities to develop French trade with the North continued to increase throughout the XVIIIth century. If business often pleaded for commercial freedom, it clamoured just as often for State intervention. “The merchants are agents whose motive is to make a profit; they demanded liberty or protection depending on the situation and sometimes simultaneously without worrying about contradicting themselves.” 

There was a constant demand for Navigation Laws, following the example of Britain, to be brought into practice. Such a measure was not conceivable unless France had a fleet and well-enough structured networks to take on trade with the North at equally competitive cost as that she obtained through putting this in the hands of foreigners. As a result, the merchants knew that they could not consider this business unless their charges held their own against those of their competitors.  One of the conditions necessary for this was, therefore, the decrease in expenses and costs. The free composition of crews, without having to employ ship’s boys and novices was one of the measures proposed. It was even requested that the employment of foreign seamen be authorised, so that crews would be more productive.  Finally, the most certain means of accelerating “the growth in our great coastal traffic and to extend our trade in the North” would be to penalise the costs of foreign fleets as against those of French ships by playing on harbour duties
.

Requests for subsidies appeared natural to the ship-owners who sent ships to the Baltic or to firms who aimed to set up abroad. For a number of merchants, only the State could succeed in creating French firms, “no individual daring to risk the considerable capital necessary for this without support and backed up by genuine advances on the part of the government.” 
  Plans for setting up in the North were usually accompanied by the request to be granted contracts by the Navy for supplies of products from the North, the only market, moreover, which really appeared to interest the merchants.

On the other hand, many businessmen were opposed to any constraining measures for foreign trade. At the beginning of the XVIIIth century, the important merchant from Nantes, Descazaux du Hallay issued a report “to justify how important it was to allow foreigners to bring their goods into France for their own benefit and in their own ships without us having to go to fetch such goods from their country in our ships. Idem for allowing them to pick up and transport our goods in their country for their benefit and in their ships rather than to send these to them in our vessels and also to prove that it is advantageous in peacetime to abolish the 40 sols per barrel for all foreign ships in general as the Dutch make this exemption to attract foreigners to take our goods
.” For Descazaux, Holland had very few natural assets and its inhabitants had no other resources but trade and shipping. As a result, French shipping could not compete with the Dutch fleet. Another reason arose from the fact that wine, one of the main French exports was a perishable commodity and needed preferably to be sold before being sent by sea which was always very risky. The wine merchants, members of a very close community, controlled both the storage and sale of wine and, to send this at French cost had to result in selling at a loss. It was therefore preferable to let foreign ships take charge of the delivery of Northern products because, on the return trip, they carried products of French origin. The widespread Dutch trade, moreover, put them in a position to supply goods “in better supply and at better cost even though stored by them and burdened with their duties, costs and profits
.”

It was generally agreed by the merchants that it was impossible to compete with the Dutch, British and Scandinavian fleets and trade networks in trading with the North and, rather than lose money it was better to leave this traffic alone: “Each French merchant only having to look after his own particular well-being always preferred a Dutchman to a Frenchman as he got cargoes at a better price with the one than with the other. This led to the rule found everywhere, apart from Britain, to use the services of the Dutch for coastal traffic.” 
 

Several reasons may be put forward to explain this lack of investment by the merchant class in trade with the North, firstly that of precedence. The Dutch as well as the British with their famous “merchant adventurers” had for a long time had solid networks in all the Baltic countries. These first foreign establishments were explained by the most essential requirements. France was blessed with natural and agricultural wealth much greater than that of her neighbours and, therefore, did not become interested until much later and on a much smaller scale than her competitors, in products coming from the Baltic.

These disadvantages were not, however, irreversible. On the other hand, French merchants, on the look out for good business, displayed little interest in this trade which required long term investment. Their attempts, moreover, showed little follow-up or ambition. These were attempts where they hoped to gain as much as possible without any real willingness to organise lasting structures to take a market in hand and go into competition with foreign networks. The Atlantic colonies offered other possibilities and the French merchants preferred to invest in this traffic which had the double advantage of being protected and offered the possibility of exceptionally good business. Traffic with the North was, on the contrary, competitive but without making any exceptional profit. French trade chose to invest in the more risky operations where it hoped to do first-class business rather than to invest in the long term for regular returns.

The offensive strategies of foreign competitors.

A marked presence of foreign communities in France

Trade with the North was carried out on commission. Each merchant needed to have complete confidence in his agent and therefore had to choose him very carefully before taking on business in the best of conditions
. Without being a specialist, the latter had to know how to judge the quality and price of the goods with which he was concerned. He had to supply the information necessary to enable his principal to know of the opportunities available in the markets. “In the somewhat disparate economies where transport is slow, the quality of the information network is an important factor in the discrimination between the firms first informed of the cost movements for raw materials, the tendencies of consumer markets or accidents such as the collapse of commercial firms, public borrowings or wars.” 
 Business correspondence continually displays this worry about information. The merchant  made his profit from the difference in prices which often fluctuated greatly between  markets, “the winner is the one the most rapidly informed of the situation that is, the one with the best information network.” 
 Moreover, the geographic distance made it very difficult for the person placing the order to oversee the operation. From these statements, various strategies were put in place.

As we are always more wary of strangers than of our fellow citizens, the Northern merchants sent their fellow countrymen to the town where they were doing business. The United-Provinces led the way. Dutch merchants avoided local agents and all forms of indirect contact, counting on their own network of factors
, often members of Dutch merchant dynasties sent out from the Republic
. In France, following the Dutch, the Germans arrived in great numbers. The Scandinavians set up less often but their consular system ensured a well-structured system of agents in the ports in which they were interested. The French watched their trade with the North grow with interest and encouraged the establishment of these communities. All French ports, even the small ones, had German, Dutch, Danish and Swedish colonies.

The legal situation of foreigners in France was favourable to them. When they arrived in a port, they could rent premises without any special formalities. It was only following one year of residence that they had to pay taxes and became liable to the same laws as other merchants. They remained foreigners up to the second generation then the third was considered to be French
. Following the revocation of the Edict of Nantes (1685), naturalisation was impossible without first converting and most of them retained their foreign status. Hinrich Luetkens, a German merchant who had set up in Bordeaux never became French even though he had spent twenty-six years in France and was married to a Frenchwoman with whom he had had five children
.

Foreign merchants created a truly international network through family alliances where we very often find the Huguenot diaspora. They held on to close links with their native town or country. Commercial associations could link different branches of the same family installed in France and in the North. They remained in permanent contact with their relations in the North or in Germany who were very often also in trade.

These foreign firms took charge of French exports to the North. The people  of  Bordeaux  “preferred on the whole to leave trade management to the foreign colonies based in Bordeaux since the XVIIth.”
 The German colonies supplied the refineries and the coffee houses in Hamburg which became the new middle-man between France and Northern Europe. The Hanseatic town then redistributed French colonial products in Central Europe by way of the Elbe and even sent goods as far as Italy by sea
.

The sugar which arrived on the quays of the Elbe was not white sugar but raw sugar which had to be refined before being sent off to the places where it would be eaten. For this, the town had almost four hundred refineries at the end of the century
. It was, therefore, very strange that France, which had an important asset in its colonial products, exported raw sugar when a “large part of the added value came through refining.” 
 The explanation is found in industrial costs which were much lower in Germany than in France. If refining techniques were the same, just as was work productivity, the difference in costs came from the workers’ pay which the Hamburg businessmen kept as low as possible. On the other hand, the sugar business being a vital necessity to the town’s economy, the authorities favoured it so that it might overtake competition. During the 1780s, the Hanseatic town imported around 10,000 lasts of coal from Britain exempt from customs duty whereas in France, the introduction of this combustible vital to the refining industry was heavily taxed.

The Hamburg refining industry was organised through many small businesses employing hundreds of workers. The Hamburg merchants sub-contracted the refining of the products coming from France to this local sugar industry. Throughout the first half of the XVIIIth century, the French sent sugar straight to their Hamburg agents and it was up to them to have it refined and then to sell it
. This operation required solid funding, the money from the sales in Germany not returning to France for a fairly long time, often more than six months. In case of difficulty, the sellers could always appeal to the Hamburg bankers for credit.

Up to the Seven Years’ War, the Huguenots established in the Hanseatic town played an essential role in this business by serving as middle-men between the Bordeaux or Nantes wholesalers, the local refining industry and the Eastern European markets. There is no doubt that their special situation brought them very comfortable profits. In the second half of the XVIIIth century the Hamburg merchants, thanks to their agent compatriots established in France, purchased raw sugar direct from France. The great waves of German immigration were partly explained by the willingness of German merchants to take charge of the sugar trade once the produce had arrived in France. This new organisation enabled foreign merchants to control all processing and commercialisation of the products and to increase their profits at the expense of French trade.

Difficulties experienced by the French in setting up in foreign ports

As in the example of Saint-Petersburg, “circuits and networks found themselves regularly dominated by tenacious groups which took them over and by banning others from using them if necessary.” 
  This remark by Fernand Braudel could be applied to French trade in the North.  Writers of reports on trade in the North knew it: “The problem began long ago. It has grown considerably since the withdrawal of the Protestants who, through their opportunities and reiterated offers of service, had attracted commissions from the kingdom’s smallest merchants.” 
 The Northern markets were controlled by these foreign and Huguenot groups who fiercely protected their “private zone”. It appeared to be a very risky adventure for a French merchant to set up business in these countries.

French attempts came up against foreign businesses long established in Northern markets, particularly those in Russia. Theoretically, retail business in the Russian capital was in the hands of the Russians, foreigners only being involved with the wholesale trade. However, the Saint-Petersburg merchants could not deal with this work as their few shops, being in a poor condition posed problems for wine which “needed to be continually checked and cared for”. On the other hand, “the individuals who made up the body of merchants and the middle-class of Petersburg, being almost all poor and wretched were unable to make large purchases.” 
 In addition, the foreign merchants had gathered Russian trade into their own hands. British trade was particularly pre-eminent, supported by the ability and vigour of its members and encouraged by the economic policies of the government in London. The British firms in Saint-Petersburg formed a “formidable colony”, grouped into a association which they financed through subscriptions. The aim of the colony was to defend the interests of the group and to stop any intrusion by another community which would be prejudicial to its activities.  According to French businessmen, Britain profited from their poor representation in the Northern markets by denigrating French products and trade. The “disinformation” regarding French trade appeared to be normal in these communities established in foreign ports. British businessmen, therefore, falsified bills of goods which passed through the Sound or gave wrong information regarding the destination of the ships.  The aim of this was to convince the Russians that Britain was their main client and that other European nations were of little importance
. In this way, the British “threw an impenetrable veil over the eyes of the Russian nation regarding our consumption (that of France) of goods from this country.”
 According to Arnould, the French even sometimes complained that the British bought goods they did not need just to deprive them of these purchases
. In order to keep the privileges for her merchants, “the British minister redoubled their activities; many of this nation’s merchants lavishing, on the side, gifts, favours or found the means of making the export tables for Saint-Petersburg increase and  toning down those for imports.” 

British businessmen did not hesitate to use more direct methods to sweep away thoughts of trade with France. In 1723, the foreign merchants feared that the arrival of a ship belonging to the Compagnie des Indes was only because a trade treaty was being prepared between France and Russia. To thwart this French attempt, “they are maliciously asking the tsar to test wines and brandy that are awful and are supposed to have been brought from France on these ships. These were given to all the Russian nobility who conceived such a bad opinion of them that all Petersburg called all poor quality goods supplied by the British, Dutch and Hamburg merchants “produce of France” 
. After this, “the Russians believed that they could not do without the British to take their produce and found little advantage in trade relations with France which, while buying little from them, sold in large and expensive amounts.” 

The foreigners, strong in their position, organised the trade so efficiently that it made it very difficult to compete with them. If the Dutch freight tariffs were unbeatable, it was because their ships made up to three voyages to the Baltic per year while the French, in general, only one.

As a result, the authorities, just as the commercial world, chose the most profitable solution. Why launch yourself into a competitive market where you are not sure to make a quick profit when using foreign trade and fleets would satisfy both supply and demand? Even the State thought the same concerning the purchase of naval supplies in the North. Vergennes himself declared that it was better to buy from the British than to go and fetch them because you could get them cheaper. For most of the XVIIIth century, a large part of supplies for the French navy came through the agency of enemy British firms established in the North.

Traditionally, the French State is seen as too interventionist and it is generally admitted that France with its strong interventionist economic policy was in opposition to liberal Britain. This interventionist tradition explained, according to liberal thinkers, the weakness of the French economy
. Trade with the North was shown to be totally opposed to this view of things. If France adopted a strong protectionist policy with its colonial trade where all foreign shipping was excluded, its position with regard to trade with the North was diametrically opposed.

Why did France take up this attitude? The State knew that it could not do without foreigners for trade with the North. The various attempts to build up trade circuits had all come to nothing. The businessmen took it upon themselves to inform the authorities that, to penalise foreign fleets through customs duties or by other means, was simply to penalise themselves by increasing service costs and by making vital supplies to several branches of the French economy more difficult. This giving up of a part of her important European trade cost France very dear in the century following the disappearance of her protected colonial trade. The decline in French shipping had already been announced by the choice made by French business in the XVIIIth century.
